the girl who played with fire
This is the middle story in the Stieg Larsson’s tril-

ogy, the Millennium series, and takes up where The 
Girl With The Dragon Tattoo leaves off. Swedish di-
rector Daniel Alfredson brings us this mystery/thrill-
er. Mikael Blomkvist, (Michael Nyqvist) publisher of 
Millennium magazine, has made his living exposing 
the crooked and corrupt practices of establishment 
Swedish figures. So when a young journalist ap-
proaches him with a meticulously researched thesis 
about sex trafficking in Sweden and those in high 
office who abuse underage girls, Blomkvist immedi-
ately throws himself into the investigation. 
As computer hacker Lisbeth (Noomi Rapace) and 
Mikael again team up to investigate the sex-traffick-
ing ring, Lisbeth is accused of three murders, causing 
her to go on the run while Mikael works to clear her 
name. In this story we find out more about Lisbeth’s 
childhood and find that she is actually quite sensitive 
under her tough exterior. (Rated R, 2H 9M)

salt
This action thriller was directed by award winning 

Australian director Phillip Noyce and stars Angelina 
Jolie, Liev Schreiber, and Chiwetel Ejiofor. As a CIA 
officer, Evelyn Salt swore an oath to duty, honor and 
country. Her loyalty will be tested when a defector 
accuses her of being a Russian spy. Salt goes on the 
run, using all her skills and years of experience as a 
covert operative to elude capture. Salt’s efforts to 
prove her innocence only serve to cast doubt on her 
motives, as the hunt to uncover the truth behind her 
identity continues and the question remains: “Who 
is Salt?” (Rated PG-13, 1H 40M)

eat, pray, love
Based on Liz Gilbert’s true life odyssey and 

bestselling book. Ms. Gilbert, radiantly played by 
Julia Roberts, had everything a modern woman 
is supposed to want - a husband, a house, a suc-
cessful career - yet somehow she had lost herself. 
Newly divorced and at a crossroads, she steps out 
of her comfort zone, risking everything for self 
discovery and fulfillment, and embarks on a journey 
around the world. In her travels, she discovers the 
true pleasure of nourishment by eating in Italy, the 
power of prayer in India, and, finally and unexpect-
edly, the inner peace and balance of true love in 
Bali. Billy Crudup plays her husband, James Franco 
plays an unsatisfying boyfriend, Richard Jenkins 
plays “Richard from Texas” and Javier Bardem 
plays Felipe, her love. (Rated PG-13, 2H 13M)

get low
Aaron Schneider directs what has been called “as 

close to a perfect movie as you will see this year.” 
It is equal parts folk tale, fable and real-life legend 
about a mysterious hermit living in Tennessee in 
the 1930s who decided to throw his own funeral 
while he was still alive. The hermit, Felix Bush, 
played brilliantly by Robert Duvall, is joined by an 
outstanding cast – Bill Murray, Sissy Spacek, Lucas 
Black, Gerald McRaney, and others. The story is 
about loneliness, guilt, redemption, forgiveness, 
love, and human mortality. This film is a prime 
example of wonderful filmmaking with excellent ac-
tors on a minimal budget. (Rated PG-13, 1H 43M)

going the distance
Directed by Nanette Burstein, this romantic com-

edy stars the always endearing Drew Barrymore as 
Erin, Justin Long as Garrett and Christina Applegate 
as Erin’s sister Corinne. Erin and Garrett connect 
for a summer fling in New York, but when the time 
comes for Erin to return to San Francisco, they 
discover that this may be a long distance relation-
ship worth fighting for. Despite their friends and 
family disapproving their coast-to-coast relationship 
through constant texting they begin to realize this 
may be the real thing. (Rated R, Run Time 1H 37M)

cairo time
Ruba Nadda, Canadian female director, wrote and 

directed this perceptive and atypical romantic dra-
ma about a brief, unexpected love affair that catches 
two people completely by surprise. In Cairo, on 
her own as she waits for her husband, Juliette (Pa-
tricia Clarkson) finds herself caught in a whirlwind 
romance with his friend Tareq (Alexander Siddig), a 
retired cop. Cairo Time is an exquisite feast for the 
eyes, ears and eventually, the heart. In contrast with 
the high energy scenes of Cairo’s bustling city life 
are dreamy, beautifully composed shots of the city’s 
classical architecture, the Egyptian pyramids and 
the White Desert, all which give the impression that 
they are frozen in time. But, the time in Cairo Time 
is hardly stagnant. (Rated PG, 1H 30M)

mao’s last dancer
From internationally acclaimed Australian film 

director Bruce Beresford comes the inspirational 
true story of a small Chinese boy. This drama is 
based on the autobiography by Li Cunxin. At the 
age of 11, Li was plucked from a poor Chinese vil-
lage by Madame Mao’s cultural delegates and taken 
to Beijing to study ballet. In 1979, during a cultural 
exchange to Texas, he fell in love with an American 
woman. Two years later, he managed to defect and 
went on to perform as a principal dancer for the 
Houston Ballet and as a principal artist with the 
Australian Ballet. Li Cunxin is played magnificently 
by Chi Cao (as an adult) as well as Chengwu Guo 
(as a teenager), Joan Chen is Niang and Amanda 
Schull is Elizabeth McKay. The pacing, musical 
score, use of ballet on camera and story structure 
are all pitch perfect. (Rated PG, 1H 57M)

the american
This thriller was directed by Anton Corbijn. 

Alone among assassins, Jack (George Clooney) is 
a master craftsman. When a job in Sweden ends 
more harshly than expected for this American 
abroad, he vows to his contact Larry that his next 
assignment will be his last. Jack reports to the Ital-
ian countryside, where he holes up in a small town 
and relishes being away from death for a spell. 
The assignment, as specified by a Belgian woman, 
Mathilde (Thekla Reuten), is in the offing as a weap-
on is constructed. Surprising himself, Jack seeks 
out the friendship of local priest Father Benedetto 
(Paolo Bonacelli) and pursues a romance with local 
woman Clara (Violante Placido). But by stepping 
out of the shadows, Jack may be tempting fate. 
(Rated R, Run Time not available)

the extra man Sep. 3, 2:30pm
Shari Springer Berman and Robert Pucini co-produced, directed and 
wrote the screenplay of this psychological comedy, starring Kevin 
Kline in a role reminiscent of Clifton Webb and Noel Coward.   A man 
who escorts wealthy widows in New York’s Upper East Side takes a 
young aspiring playwright under his wing.  The story revolves around 
Louis Ives, played by Louis Dano, a man struggling with his unconven-
tional tendencies and aspirations to be a writer.  By contrast Katie Hol-
mes appears as Mary Powell, a relatively conventional woman with a 
somewhat normal life.  Other cast members are John C. Reilly , Cathy 
Moriarty, Celia Weston and Patti D’Arbanville.  (Rated R, 1H 45M) 
karate kid Sep. 4, 11:00am
This remake of the popular 1984 film classic was directed by Harald 
Zwart.  12-year-old Dre Parker (played by Jade Smith) might have 
been a popular kid in Detroit, but his mother’s latest career move 
(played by Taraji P. Hanson) has landed him in China.   Dre immedi-
ately falls for his classmate Mei Ying (Wenwen Han) - and the feeling 
is mutual - but the culture does not allow the friendship.   Even 
worse, Dre’s feelings make an enemy of the class bully, Cheng (Ze-
nwai Wang).  This is the land of kung fu and Dre only knows a little 
karate, so Cheng puts him on the floor with ease. With no friends 
in a strange land, Dre has nowhere to turn but the maintenance 
man Mr. Han (Jackie Chan), who is secretly a master of kung fu. As 
Han teaches Dre that kung fu is not about punches and parries, but 
maturity and calm, Dre realizes that facing down the bullies will be 
the fight of his life.  The 1984 version was a coming of age story, this 
film is focused on action.   (Rated PG,2H 20M)
hugh hefner: playboy, activist, and rebel 
Sep. 8, 8:15pm / Sep. 10, 2:30pm - Brigitte Berman directed 
this documentary on Hugh Hefner and in the director’s own words 
is “an intimate look at the outspoken, flamboyant founder of the 
Playboy empire.  With humor and insight, the film captures Hefner’s 
fierce battles with the government, the religious right and militant 
feminists. Rare footage and compelling interviews with a remarkable 
who’s who of 20th Century American pop culture present a brilliant 
and entertaining snapshot of the life of an extraordinary man and 
the controversies that surrounded him.”  Some of the celebrities 
appearing as themselves are Joan Baez, Tony Bennett, Pat Boone, 
James Caan, Dick Cavett and Gene Simmons.  (Rated R, 2H 4M)
life during war time Sep. 15, 8:15pm/ Sep. 17, 2:30pm
Todd Solondz directs this award winning, thought provoking, com-
edy/drama about forgiveness, but is forgiveness everything or does 
it matter in the face of such a diabolical crime?  The story is about 
the uncomfortable subject of pedophilia and its impact on the wife 
and children and their extended family.  Alison Janney is brilliant 
as the wife Trish and won Best Actress from the Mar del Plata Film 
Festival, Ciarán Hinds plays the father, Shirley Henderson is Trish’s 
virginal angelic sister Joy.  Michael Lerner plays Harvey, the soon 
to be step-father and a memorable performance is given by Paul 
Reubens.  Todd Solondz won Best Screenplay at the Venice Film 
Festival. (Not rated, 1H 38M)
nanny mcphee returns Sep. 18, 11:00am
Emma Thompson returns to the role of the magical nanny who ap-
pears when she’s wanted the least and needed the most in the next 
chapter of the hilarious and heartwarming fable that has enchanted 
children around the world. Nanny McPhee arrives to help a harried 
young mother who is trying to run the family farm while her husband 
is away at war, though she uses her magic to teach the woman’s chil-
dren and their two spoiled cousins new lessons. (Rated PG, 1H 49M)
animal kingdom Sep. 29, 8pm/ Oct. 1, 2:30pm
This Australian crime drama won the Sundance Film Festival Grand 
Jury Prize and was written and directed by David Michod.  It tells the 
story of seventeen year-old Joshua Cody (James Fresheville) as he 
navigates his survival among an explosive criminal family and the detec-
tive (Anthony Hayes) who thinks he can save him.  With nary a flaw to 
be found, this crime-drama unfolds at a terrifically slow yet somehow 
exhilarating pace. The ambitious movie-making and successful result is 
even more remarkable when you consider that Michod never resorts to 
gratuitousness (with violence or sex) or over-the-top, colorful person-
alities , instead allowing his immaculately constructed story and deeply 
invested characters, all of whom share a layered relationship with one 
another, to sweep us away.  (Rated R, Run Time 1H 52M)
